                                Sub: Settlement of Staff grievances –  Officiating arrangements/Transfers  in          

          Accounts’ Cadres  and Agitational Programme – reg.

During the negotiation we had with the GMF on 09.12.2011, it was agreed by the Administration that officiating arrangements in Accounts cadre would be made to the available posts as per the options of the officers and there would be no transfer on account of officiating arrangements. 

But the true spirit of the agreed principle is not reflected in the orders. Some CAO posts are not filled up, even though eligible officers are available in the same SSA and some of the JAOs are not being considered for AO Officiating and some of them are transferred against their option as detailed in the Annexure-I. 
When the discrepancies were brought to the knowledge of the GMF, our request to settle the cases was not considered.

We once again request you to consider the cases as accepted for which we shall be thankful. Otherwise we are left with no option except to resume the Agitational Program which was deferred on the assurances of the Administration.

ANNEXURE-I
Officiating arrangement in the cadre of CAO- Left out cases:
Shri. M.L.Raja, Cuddalore – He has not been considered as he was awarded with a penalty of ‘Censure’. But the CCS (CCA) Rules  and Cabinet Sectt.(Department of Personnel) OM No.21/5/70-Ests.(A) dated 15th May 1971 reads as follows:

‘The imposition of the minor penalty of censure on a Govt. Servant does  not by itself stand against the consideration of such person for promotion, as his fitness for the promotion has to be judged, in the case of promotion by seniority, on the overall assessment of his service record’.

Thanjavur: as per the revised standards, FOUR CAO posts are available & four eligible officers are available in Thanjavur SSA. But officiating arrangement is considered for only one post. The remaining officers may also be considered.
Kumbakonam: Additional post and eligible officers are available as in the case of Thanjavur. The same may also be considered.

The position in other SSAs may also be reviewed.
Diversion of posts: The two posts retained in Circle office might have been diverted to CBT SSA and MA SSA and the eligible persons have to be given officiating. 
Officiating arrangement in the cadre of AO- Left out cases:
Seven eligible JAOs, as detailed below, are not considered on the plea that seniority numbers are not provided to them.

Erode SSA – 5 (JAOs at Erode are not considered but JAOs from other SSAs are posted to Erode against their option)

Karaikudi – 1 (Eligible JAO is available but he is not considered.)

Kumbakonam – 1 (Eligible JAO is available but he is not considered.)

Thanjavur -  Shri.P.Shanmugam, Sr.AO has been promoted as CAO on officiating arrangement,  but the resultant vacancy is not filled up and the JAOs of Thanjavur has been transferred and posted to Trichy and Kumbakonam  against their options. The senior JAO may be considered at Thanjavur itself. Also, if another two CAO posts at Thanjavur are filled up as at 1 (b) above, the other two eligible JAOs can also be promoted at Thanjavur itself.
Madurai : The resultant vacancy on officiating of Smt.Chandrika as CAO, is not filled up whereas Smt.I.Anandhi, JAO is posted to Trichy against her option. She may be posted at Madurai itself.

Virudhunagar: Shri.Srinivasan, JAO is not considered for AO officiating. It was informed that he not been considered as he came from STP. This is not correct on the following points:

He is posted as JAO as per DOT standards, on all India seniority basis and not on Circle cadre basis.
Even if he belongs to Circle Cadre, he has worked in STP at Madurai which is covered under Tamilnadu 
Territorial Circle. In case of circle cadres, promotion/posting  is considered on Territorial Circle basis only.His batch mates are considered in other SSAs. 

3.Transfer Cases:
i).Shri.Panneerselvam, CAO, TVL to Salem. He has worked for more than Two years at Tirunelveli and is left with less than Two years of service for retirement. Vacancy is available at Salem and eligible officers are available in Tirunelveli for CAO Officiating. Now a regular DGM is also posted to Tirunelveli.

ii).Shri.Sankarkumar, AO, TT to TVL . He has worked about Three years in WTR and came on transfer to Tamilnadu Circle at his request, but he is posted at Tuticorin as there was no vacancy available at Tirunelveli at that time. Now vacancy is available at Tirunelveli.
iii).Shri.Jayaraman, AO, TT to TVL. He has worked about Three years in Gujarath Circle  and came on transfer to Tamilnadu Circle at his request, but he is posted at Tuticorin as there was no vacancy available a Tirunelveli at that time. Now vacancy is available at Tirunelveli.

iv).Case of Smt.Akila, AO/TR. She has represented for retention in Tirchy for six months as her daughter studying in Thanjavur and commuting from Tirchy to Thanjavur for want of Hostel Accomodation and her studies will be completed by June-2012. As her husband is also working in Salem. Already she is on leave for  two months. Hence her case may be considered for four months from now.
